+ Indonesia’s Agency for Meteorology, Climatology, and Geophysics (BMKG) recorded a magnitude
6.9 earthquake in Central Sulawesi at a depth of 10-km on 12 April 2019 (Friday), at 6:40 P.M. It
was followed by two (2) earthquakes of magnitudes 5.0 and 5.2 on 7:03 P.M. and 7:12 P.M.

respectively.

« BMKG issued a tsunami early warning alert following the earthquake. Residents of nearby
coastal communities were alerted to immediately stay away from beach and river banks. People
were reported to take refuge in higher grounds.

+ Initial information from BNPB, Indonesia’s National Disaster Management Organisation, reported
damages on buildings and infrastructure. BNPB is in close coordination with BPBD, which is
currently collecting more data. Further, BNPB’s InaSafe estimated an exposed population of
165,000 in five (5) locations (see below).
