• A total of 23,425 families / 89.879 people in 61 Barangays in Albay Province are 

still affected.

• A total of 16,376 families or 62,097 persons are currently taking temporary 

shelter in 57 evacuation centers.

• A total of 65 schools, 72166 students were affected within the 6-7 km of 

permanent danger zone.

• A total of PHP 288,384,654.97 worth of assistance has been provided to affected 

families

(Philippines) continued, while Mount Agung (Indonesia) 

erupted again despite alert level being lowered. 

All disasters are within the capacity of respective ASEAN 

Member States.
